This annual migration means that the Spring Sundown Series
is on the not-too-distant horizon. Dave MacDonald® Race
Committee has been working hard on the 2004 racing season
(with the first race and party on June 1%). | would urge all
you skippers who have thought about perhaps racing your boat
someday, but have hesitated, to register this year for one of
our Jib and Main (JAM) or Cruising classes. Becoming
involved with racing truly does enhance your enjoyment of
your boat--all those sailors out there every Tuesday evening
must be on to something good!

No experience is necessary; we will
teach you on the dock. To help members learn more about
dock-work duties, patrol and mark-set boat duties, signa flags,
etc., plan to attend the GPSC Race Seminar that will be held
on May 11" a Bayview Yacht Club (see announcement
elsewhere in this Anchorline). To help inform you, the
following is a brief description of each dock job: 1) Records
Spotter - Uses hinoculars to call out sail numbers of
participating boats, 2) Race Records - Three people who sit
and record information from the Records Spotter, from the
Timer and from the Chief Judge, 3) Halyards Gun-Boat
Spotters - Two people who, for the starts of the race, raise and
lower the Code Flags and the Preparatory Flag on cues from
the Timer (sharp, crisp motions are required). At the finishes
of the race, their job is to note sail numbers of finishing boats
and to determine, from a list, which are the first to finish in
their respective classes and so inform the gunner, 4) Gunner -
Fires the cannons on the cues of the Timer or the Chief Judge
and cleans them at the race® conclusion, 5) Timer - Using a
stopwatch and script, this person determines the correct and
proper timing and sequence of the race (good concentration
and a loud, clear voice are a must), 6) Chief Judge -
Experienced and knowledgeable, this is the person in charge,
handling all decision making concerning the race and calling
the start and finish ling, 7) Chairman - Makes reminder phone
cals to all race committee personnel in the week preceding
their assignments and ensures that all jobs are covered (may
assist the Chief Judge on race night), 8) Video - Films the

happenings of the night® race; the film will be shown at
Marge®following the race. The Race Committee provides all
needed equipment.

Lady Fran Partridge and Elaine Kuester of Dry Dock tell
me they will be introducing a new item each month until June.
Last month it was the crystal wine stopper; this month check
out the new fleece throws that can be personalized with the
club logo and/or your boat hame. Dry Dock will continue to
have ongoing sales, so check them out on March 20" or at any
future parties.

A few words about heart attacks.

People with atherosclerosis (hardening of the arteries)
may develop a variety of signs and symptoms
indicating blockage of a coronary (heart) artery.

Most deaths occur during the first hour after symptom
onset; about 50% of the mortality rate!

The most significant risk factors for ACS include
hypertension, smoking, and high cholesterol. Other
factors that play a role are diabetes type |1, obesity,
sedentary lifestyle; psychosocial factors (stress) and
heavy acohol consumption. The risks we can't
control include advanced age, genetic predisposition,
male gender, race and diabetes mellitus type .

If someone complains of sweating, pain radiating
down the left arm and/or into the jaw, shortness of
breath, midsternal pain with exercise or shortness of
breathe with exercise, consider this to be cardiac in
nature until a proven otherwise.

Most negative outcomes are due to failure to seek
medical care for over 2 hours after symptom onset. It
is better to feel silly and get evaluated then ignore the
signs and symptoms of a heart attack. Use the EMS
system ASAP.
