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  This month’s article will contain some 
reminders.  The first reminder is the definition of 
the word “obstruction”  
 

The next reminder is: 
Rule #19 of the Racing Rules of Sailing (2005-
2008) which states: 
 “When approaching an obstruction, a 
  boat sailing close-hauled or above may hail 

for room to tack and avoid another boat on 
the same tack.  However, she shall not hail 
unless safety requires her to make a 
substantial course change to avoid the 
obstruction.  Before tacking she shall give the 
hailed boat time to respond.

Obstruction An object that a boat could not pass 
without changing course substantially, if she were 
sailing directly towards it and one of her hull lengths 
from it. An object that can be safely passed on only 
one side and an area so designated by the sailing 
instructions are also obstructions. However, a boat 
racing is not an obstruction to other boats unless they 
are required to keep clear of her, give her room or, if 
rule 21 applies, avoid her. 
 



  

Cruising Pleasure 
 

Much of the pleasure of cruising is provided by new and 
unexpected experiences.   Meldrum Bay is one of 
Sheila's and my favorite towns on Manitoulin Island and 
often use it as our entry or exit point when cruising the 
North Channel. 
  
In 2005 after spending a quiet evening moored in 
Meldrum Bay, I decided I needed a new anchor.  I've 
seen many an anchor lost in the bay so I set out to find 
one by skin diving.  Mark McLean, a cruising 
acquaintance from Sarnia Yacht Club, and I set out to 
search the depths. Mark was in 20 feet of water and I 
was in 30.  I could just make out the bottom while 
swimming along on the surface.  Fifteen minutes into our 
search I saw, illuminated in a shaft of light, the spectral 
image of a fisherman style anchor seemingly floating in 
space. I was awestruck and just stopped and hovered 
over it not daring to breath fearing it might vanish from 
sight.  Mark paddled over to see why I stopped 
swimming.  I wasn't seeing things, he saw it too, and I 
marked it with the weighted buoy I was carrying.  We 
returned to our boats, got SCUBA gear and dinghies, 
and I went down and put a block and line on the anchor 
ring. The anchor was larger than we first thought and we 
spent the next 3 hours retrieving it.  I contacted the Shed 
Museum, in town, and asked them if they wanted a new 
exhibit. They were mildly interested but got more excited 
when they came down to the dock to see it.

In t    I would like to remind all sailors of this rule 

and the definition of an obstruction because of a change in 
the Sailing Instructions this year.  This year when the “F” 
Flag is displayed, the channel will be treated as an 
obstruction prior to the completion of the first leg of the 
racer’s course.  This change is due to the new race courses 
which are being implemented this year.  As in past years, 
there will be a patrol boat attempting to inform racers when 
the “F” Flag is displayed and warn all boats to stand clear of 
the Channel.  Failure to heed the warning will result in 

 t              entrants being directed to return to their marina immediately. 
 A couple other changes in the Sailing Instructions this year are 

a little less drastic.  As stated in the previous Anchorline, the 
Sailing Instructions will be on the Website.  There have been 
times in the past when the Race Committee has found it 
necessary to amend the Sailing Instructions.  Should this 
happen this year, the Race Committee will post changes on the 
GPSC Website and the GPSC bulletin board located in the 
north parking lot in Windmill Pointe Park. 

Last.        Last year three races were canceled due to lack of 
wind. One of the cancellations was hotly contested by some of 
the racers.  It was pointed out that in past years, when the race 
was slow; there was a time limit as to how long the Race 
Committee would stay on the dock.  If the Race Committee 
had left, the Racers would finish the race and call in their 
finish times.  This has been adjusted this year in hopes of 
giving the racers every chance to complete their race and also 
be fair to the dock workers.  The Sailing Instructions will read 
in part: “The Race Committee may not be on station after 
2130.”  If the race continues after this time, the racers can call 
in their own times.  Further details will be in the Sailing 
Instructions.
