SPECIAL MEETING In this issue of 
the Anchorline we are calling for a 
special meeting of the members to 
amend the by-laws of the club.  The 

amendment sets forth to change the by-laws to allow the 
Board of Directors to set the membership dues.  Presently the 
dues are recited in the by-laws, that is, each change in the 
annual dues of the club must be preceded by a change in the 
by-laws.   It is for you to consider whether this change would 
be a benefit to the club and to the members.  The last increase 
in dues was is 2004.  If the club follows the by-laws as they 
stand and a by-law change occurs at the annual meeting in 
December, a change in dues would take effect no sooner than 
2009.   This may have been a workable arrangement in the 
1940’s when inflation and cost increases moved very slowly.  
But today costs can and do change quickly.   
Allowing the change in the by-laws to be determined by the 
Board of Directors has these implications.  The Board, 8 
members, would be required to have a majority to pass a dues 
increase.  The motion to increase the dues would come before 
a regular meeting of the Board.  A notice that the Board is to 
consider a motion to increase the dues will be posted in the 
preceding Anchorline and by electronic communication.  
This would enable any interested member to weigh in their 
opinion at the Board meeting 
 Here are some of the benefits that result in this 
change.  The club will react more efficiently to cost increases 
over time.  The current funds that have been accumulated 
over many years would be protected from reducing to meet 
current increased costs.  Moderate increases will be 
facilitated which would be fair to new and old members 
alike. 
 This emphasizes the importance of your attendance 
at our Tuesday, October 2, Board meeting.  Please plan on 
attending or let me know your thought in this matter.
